Board Notes

At the May meeting, the Board of Trustees learned that
Greg Stewart has made arrangements with two summer
ministers, Craig Scott and Gordon Gibson, to conduct
worship services and provide support to members while
Greg is away on study leave and vacation in July and
August. Executive Director Nancy Evans alerted the
Board to a potential shortfall of $30,000 for the 2006-
2007 yscal year. The shortfall is due to a combination
of lower than projected outside event income and
unanticipated legal and operating expenses. The Board
approved a proposed by-law amendment to allow a
ynancial review in lieu of an audit. This amendment was
presented to the congregation at the Annual Meeting in
early June and was referred back to the Board for further
study and reynement. The congregation did authorize
the Board to choose a ynancial review rather than an
audit for the 200612007 yscal year.

At the Annual Meeting, the congregation elected
Shirley Gibson, Janet Hewins, Nicolette Toussaint
and Galen Workman to the Nominating Committee.
In addition, the congregation elected incumbent Board
members Matt Fuller, Mike McGirr and Sonnie Willis
and new Board members Carol Johnson, Stephen
Schwichow, and Claire Weber. At the organizational
meeting held after the Annual Meeting, the new Board
elected Jane Park as Moderator, Linda Enger as Vice
Moderator, Carrie Steere-Salazar as Secretary and
Thad Smith as Treasurer.

At the June board meeting, trustees approved
continuing the employment of Rev. Fred Rabidoux
as Pastoral Care Minister for the 07708 year at his
current part-time schedule. They also received the
Audit Management Letter response from the Executive
Team, and reviewed and afyrmed the Committee Policy
guidelines presented by the Executive Team.
